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007.2  Equal Educational Opportunity

007.2.1 Foster Children
A foster child is defined as a person placed in a foster home by a licensing authority. 
Foster children enrolled in Lander County School District shall receive fair and equal access to an education and be afforded all services made available to any other student. 
Each elementary school in Lander County School District shall develop an academic plan for each foster child enrolled in that school. The academic plan must be reviewed at least annually, and a new plan must be developed for any foster child who transfers to an elementary school. The academic plan must be developed with the goal of the child achieving academic success. A copy of the academic plan must be submitted to the court with the jurisdiction over the child during the review of the child’s placement. 
Any employee of Lander County School District including, without limitation, a teacher, an administrator, or an instructional aide shall not disclose to any person who is not employed by Lander County School District the fact that a pupil is a child who has been placed in a foster home or any related information.
